The story:

Bianca, a young white mouse, is visiting her grandfather, Papa, the caretaker of a church, when she is puzzled about The Lord’s Prayer. We follow along as they go through cleaning the church and then having dinner together and finally putting Bianca to bed. As the evening progresses, Papa goes through the prayer, line by line, explaining what each part means. My target audience is Christian children from age 4-10.

How and why the book came to be: 

When my daughter, Brooke, was about 3 years old, she heard The Lord’s Prayer in church. She asked what everyone was saying. I explained that it was a prayer Jesus taught his disciples long ago and we still use it today. She wanted to learn it. I began to teach it to her, but at age three, much of the prayer was beyond her understanding – and, quite honestly, beyond my ability to explain in a simple manner. 
A book did not exist, so I decided kids and their parents needed one. For a long time I sat down and attempted to write or draw something, but nothing came. Then one morning I awoke at 1:30 a.m. Vivid images and words to the following story were running through my mind, so I got out of bed and wrote it down.
